
Summative Assessment Item

1 Definition

Any Assessment Item (Assignment or Formal Examination) used in the determination of a
Student's final Grade and should provide for feedback except when it is the final Assessment
Item for a Course. Where a Summative Assessment Item is used only to determine whether or
not a Student is eligible to be given a passing Grade, the weighting allocated to the item may be
zero.
